Fundada em 1991, a Joven Orquesta de Cuenca (Espanha) retne jovens musicos com idades compreendidas entre os 11 e os 30 anos. Tem como
principais objetivos a formacgdo e a preparacdo profissional dos seus membros, bem como promover o conhecimento da musica classica e a
convivéncia juvenil. Os seus membros provém maioritariamente do Conservatorio Profesional “Pedro Aranaz” e da Escuela Municipal “Ismael
Martinez” de Cuenca. Alguns deles destacaram-se pelo seu virtuosismo, tendo obtido prémios e distingdes em concursos musicais regionais e
nacionais. Sendo uma orquestra em constante renovacao, a Joven Orquesta de Cuenca leva a musica cldssica a diferentes cidades e povoacdes
de Cuenca e Castilla-La Mancha. Tem atuado em certames internacionais, destacando-se participagdes no Harrogate International Festival (Reino
Unido), o Festival Orchestre Giovanili de Florenca (Itdlia), o Festival Internacional de Coros e Orquestras da cidade de Praga (Chéquia) e o concerto
realizado na Plaza de Santa Maria Magdalena, em Cracévia (Polénia). Durante os anos de 2020 e 2021, apesar da pandemia, a orquestra ndo
perdeu o seu entusiasmo e continuou a trabalhar arduamente. Continuou também a dar concertos, embora em menor nimero € com menos
publico devido as restricdes impostas pela pandemia. Apds este periodo dificil, a Joven Orquesta de Cuenca retomou os seus concertos por toda a
provincia de Cuenca, oferecendo uma dezena de atuacdes e participando novamente no Festival Orchestre Giovanili de Florenca.

Founded in 1991, the Joven Orquesta de Cuenca (Spain) brings together young musicians aged between 11 and 30. Its main objectives are the
training and professional preparation of its members, as well as promoting knowledge of classical music and youthful coexistence. The majority
of its members come from the Conservatorio Profesional “Pedro Aranaz"” and the Escuela Municipal “Ismael Martinez” of Cuenca. Some of
them have stood out for their virtuosity, having obtained prizes and awards in regional and national music competitions. As an orchestra in
constant renewal, the Joven Orquesta de Cuenca takes classical music to different cities and towns in Cuenca and Castilla-La Mancha. It has
performed at various international events, including the Harrogate International Festival (United Kingdom), the Orchestre Giovanili Festival in
Florence (ltaly), the International Festival of Choirs and Orchestras in Prague (Czech Republic) and the concert held in the Plaza de Santa Maria
Magdalena in Krakow (Poland). During the years 2020 and 2021, despite the pandemic, the orchestra did not lose its enthusiasm and continued
working hard. It also continued to give concerts, although in smaller numbers and with fewer audiences due to the restrictions imposed by the
pandemic. After this difficult period, the Joven Orquesta de Cuenca resumed its concerts throughout the province of Cuenca, offering a dozen
performances and again taking part in the Orchestre Giovanili Festival in Florence.

Dentre
as suas inumeras distin¢des, destacam-se a participacdo na Tomada de Posse do Governador de Porto Rico (2013), transmitida em direto na
Televisdo Nacional de Porto Rico; 0 1.° Prémio em vdarias edicdes dos Concursos de Bandas do Distrito Escolar de Cidra; 0 1.2 Prémio (Exceléncia
e Melhor Desempenho na categoria Banda de Concerto) no Disney Music Festival, em Orlando - Flérida (Estados Unidos, 2015); a participacdo no
Disney Performing Arts Onstage, “Gold Mickey Award"; a participacdo no Certamen Internacional de Bandas de Mdusica de la Ciudad de Valencia
(Espanha, 2016); 0 1.° lugar no Concurso dedicado ao tema da "“Seguranca”, patrocinado pela empresa internacional Praxair, interpretando uma
peca musical alusiva a seguranca no transito e ao uso do telemdvel; a participacdo no Festival Internacional de Bandas da Cidade de Pamplona
(Espanha, 2019) e atuacdes em Paris e outras cidades de Franca. E o primeiro representante de Porto Rico a participar no Lisbon Music Fest.

The Banda Sinfénica Avanzada de la Escuela Especializada Libre de Mdsica Antonio Paoli de Caguas, Puerto Rico, directed by Prof. Miguel A.
Rivera Trinidad, is one of the most prominent and recognized groups of this school, under the Puerto Rico Department of Education. It is made
up of around 48 students aged between 9 and 18, young people with enormous musical talent. This grouping represents, in their curricular
vision, a formative experience which enriches them musically, academically, and culturally. Among its numerous distinctions, we highlight the
participation in the inauguration ceremony of the Governor of Puerto Rico (2013), broadcast live on Puerto Rico National Television; the 1%t Prize
in several editions of the Cidra School District Band Competitions; the 15t Prize (Excellence and Best Performance in the Concert Band category)
at the Disney Music Festival, in Orlando - Florida (United States, 2015); participation in the Disney Performing Arts Onstage, “Gold Mickey
Award"; participation in the Certamen Internacional de Bandas de Musica de la Ciudad de Valencia (Spain, 2016); the 15t place in the Competition
dedicated to the theme of “Safety”, sponsored by the international company Praxair, performing a musical piece alluding to traffic safety and
mobile phone use; participation in the International Festival of Bands of the City of Pamplona (Spain, 2019) and performances in Paris and other
cities in France. It is the first representative group from Puerto Rico to participate in the Lisbon Music Fest.

A Orquestra de Sopros e Percussdo do Conservatério Regional de Artes do Montijo desafia-se em programas que pretendem mostrar ao publico
a excelente qualidade dos seus jovens intérpretes.

Regional de Artes do Montijo.

The Orquestra de Sopros e Percussdo do Conservatdrio Regional de Artes do Montijo challenges itself in repertoires that intend to demonstrate
to the public the excellent quality of its young performers. The sonorities brought to each concert extend through the most varied periods
and different genres, making each concert a true celebration of music. This formation is based on the Ensemble Class subject attended by
students of all classes of wind instruments and percussion. Currently composed of about 45 students, this Orchestra also contributes to the
strengthening of ties of collaboration between the Conservatory and the socio-cultural environment where it belongs, helping to consolidate
partnerships and other forms of collaboration with local entities in the region. Of particular note is the participation in editions of the “Festival
ao Largo", organised by the National Theatre of Sdo Carlos, as well as the preparation of the cantata “Carmina Burana", with the choir Lisboa
Cantat, presented at the Olga Cadaval Cultural Centre in Sintra. Pedro Rodrigues de Almeida is currently the teacher responsible for the
Orquestra de Sopros e Percussdo do Conservatdrio Regional de Artes do Montijo.

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The University of Central Oklahoma Jazz Ensemble 1

Em 1960, foi formado o primeiro grupo extracurricular de estudantes de jazz na University of Central Oklahoma (UCO). Uma década mais tarde, foi
formalizado um ensemble de jazz como disciplina formal, nascendo assim um programa de jazz moderno, cujos grupos comecaram a receber as
melhores criticas em respeitados festivais de jazz. O jazz na University of Central Oklahoma tem crescido bastante e inclui atualmente onze grupos
com ofertas de cursos de licenciatura e pés-graduacao em jazz. Alunos, big bands, combos e da UCO tém sido agraciados com inimeros prémios
e distingdes em certames internacionais. O atual Diretor de Estudos de Jazz, Dr. Brian W. Gorrel, assumiu a lideranca do UCO Jazz Ensemble 1 em
2009. Desde entdo, este reputado agrupamento tem atuado em eventos de renome internacional, incluindo, entre outros, o 50.° aniversario do
Festival "Jazz a Juan” (Franca), o Umbria Jazz Festival (Itdlia), a Jazz Education Network Conference em Louisville e em Reno, a Midwest Clinic
em Chicago, a Oklahoma Music Educators Annual Conference em Tulsa e o Monterey Jazz Festival (Estados Unidos). Vencedor por duas vezes
da categoria “Large Jazz Ensemble" no Downbeat Magazine Annual Student Music Awards, o UCO Jazz Ensemble 1 também foi laureado com o
primeiro prémio no Monterey Next Generation Jazz Festival. Diretor Musical da conceituada Oklahoma City Jazz Orchestra, Dr. Brian W. Gorrel é
também o orientador do Mestrado em Estudos de Jazz e da Licenciatura em Jazz Performance da UCO.

In 1960 the first extracurricular student jazz group at the University of Central Oklahoma (UCO) was formed. A decade later, Dr. Kent Kidwell
formalized a student jazz ensemble as a formal class and founded a modern jazz program, whose groups began receiving top honors at many
respected jazz festivals. Jazz at Central University has now grown to include eleven groups with multiple undergraduate and graduate jazz degree
offerings. UCO big bands, combos and individual students have received numerous awards and honors for outstanding performances at events
held around the world. The current Director of Jazz Studies, Dr. Brian W. Gorrel, took over leadership of the UCO Jazz Ensemble 1in 2009. Since
then, this flagship group has toured extensively and performed in many international reputed events, including the 50th anniversary of the Jazz
a Juan Festival (France), the Umbria Jazz Festival (ltaly), the Jazz Education Network Conference in Louisville and in Reno, the Midwest Clinic in
Chicago, the Oklahoma Music Educators Annual Conference in Tulsa, and the Monterey Jazz Festival (United States). Award winner twice of the
"Large Jazz Ensemble” category in the Downbeat Magazine Annual Student Music Awards, the UCO Jazz Ensemble 1 also won the first prize in
the Monterey Next Generation Jazz Festival. Music Director for the well-known "“Oklahoma City Jazz Orchestra”, Dr. Brian W. Gorrel also serves as
Advisor for UCO's Master of Music in Jazz Studies and Bachelor of Music in Jazz Performance.

Founded in 1989 as an after-school activity for girls interested in choral music, Princeton Girlchoir, a program of Westrick Music Academy, is
comprised of seven choirs made up of girls from 3rd through 12th grade, drawing singers together from over 75 schools in Central New Jersey
and Bucks County. While honing their musicianship, choristers begin life-long friendships, enjoy professional performance opportunities, and
travel the world. New members are selected each year by audition and are reassessed annually to determine their musical development
and choir advancement. Throughout their weekly rehearsals, the choirs grow as a team and work together to create a beautiful ensemble
sound. Princeton Girlchoir has been honored to perform in a wide array of venues for audiences both nationally and internationally. Notable
performances include the North American premiere of Tan Dun’s Symphony 1997 with Yo-Yo Ma at Avery Fisher Hall in Lincoln Center; multiple
appearances at Carnegie Hall; performances for dignitaries such as Hillary Clinton, Jeb Bush, Rush Holt, and Sandra Day O'Connor; performing
the national anthem at several professional sporting events; and appearances at conferences of the American Choral Directors Association,
Organization of American Kodaly Educators, and NJ Music Educators Association. A choral music educator of international stature, Dr. Lynnel
Joy Jenkins is Artistic Director of the Westrick Music Academy.

A formacdo do Trio Perpétuo, constituido por Filomena Andrade (violino), Leonor Moniz (violoncelo) e Manuel Prata (piano), surgiu em 2021 como
um dos agrupamentos da classe de Musica de Camara de Paulo Pacheco, na Escola Superior de Musica de Lisboa. O Trio aperfeicoou-se com
professores como Ursula Smith, Indré Baikstyte, Ana Beatriz Manzanilla e Levon Mouradian. Com a experiéncia obtida em formacdes de cdmara no
decurso da Licenciatura, a aquisicdo de competéncias e estratégias para fomentar um sélido trabalho em grupo, a par da aprendizagem de novo
repertério, tem sido um dos objetivos mais relevantes no percurso deste grupo. Desde a sua constituicdo, este trio j& se apresentou na Sociedade
Guilherme Cossoul, no Paldcio Fronteira e no Festival de Musica Fernando Mascarenhas, em Lisboa, no Eesti Muusika - ja Teatriakadeemia no
ambito do Encontro Anual da Associacdo Europeia de Professores de Musica de Camara, em Tallinn (Esténia), e foi laureado em 2022 com o
2.% Prémio na categoria de Musica de Camara (nivel superior) do Prémio Jovens Musicos - RTP.

The Perpétuo Piano Trio, formed by Filomena Andrade (violin), Leonor Moniz (cello) and Manuel Prata (piano), emerged in 2021 as one of the
ensembles of the Chamber Music class of Paulo Pacheco, at Escola Superior de Mdsica de Lisboa having received coaching from professors
such as Ursula Smith, Indré Baikstyte, Ana Beatriz Manzanilla and Levon Mouradian. With the experience obtained in chamber music ensembles
during the Bachelor degree, the acquisition of skills and strategies to foster a solid group work, along with the learning of new repertoire, has
been one of the most relevant objectives in the path of this ensemble. Since its formation, this Trio has performed at Sociedade Guilherme
Cossoul, Paldcio Fronteira and at the Fernando Mascarenhas Music Festival, in Lisbon, at Eesti Muusika - ja Teatriakadeemia within the Annual
Meeting of the European Chamber Music Teachers Association, in Tallinn (Estonia), and was awarded the 2" Prize in the Chamber Music
Competition (superior level) of Prémio Jovens Musicos, organized by the Portuguese Radio and Television.

“E de grande importéncia que os pais compreendam que tencionamos fazer com que a musica da Escola tenha um mérito acima do normal”

(Frances Gray, a primeira Diretora da escola, numa carta aos Governadores em 1904).

Foi com estas fortes ambicdes para a musica que Frances Gray nomeou o distinto compositor Gustav Holst como o primeiro diretor de musica da St
Paul's Girls' School em 1905. Holst permaneceu no cargo até a sua morte, em 1934, e a maioria das suas principais obras, incluindo Os Planetas, foram
escritas durante este periodo. Depois de Holst, a escola tem tido a sorte de ter uma sucessao de distintos musicos (quer compositores, quer maestros) na
sua direcdo, incluindo Ralph Vaughan Williams, Herbert Howells e John Gardner. O compositor residente atualmente é Dr. Bernard Hughes, cujas obras
serdo apresentadas nesta digressdo. A musica desempenha um papel central e muito apreciado em toda a vida cultural da escola. Todos os alunos sdo
encorajados a participar em atividades musicais extracurriculares e uma percentagem muito elevada de raparigas tem aulas de musica (mais de 80%).
Existem duas orquestras, uma orquestra de cordas, varios grupos de sopros, cinco coros e varios conjuntos de camara mais peqguenos. Os alunos da
escola estdo regularmente representados aos mais altos niveis: National Youth Orchestra, London Schools’ Symphony Orchestra, e National Youth Choir
of Great Britain. Diversos alunos estudam também nos Junior Departments das escolas superiores de musica de Londres e muitos vao estudar para as
melhores universidades do Reino Unido e da América.

"It is of great importance that the parents should understand that we intend to make the music of the School of more than ordinary merit"
(Miss Frances Gray, the school’s first High Mistress in a letter to the Governors in 1904).

It was with such high ambitions for music in mind that Frances Gray appointed the distinguished composer Gustav Holst as the first director of music of the St
Paul's Girls' School in 1905. He was to remain in post until his death in 1934 and most of his greatest works, including The Planets, were written during this time.
Following Holst, the school has been fortunate in having a succession of distinguished musicians (whether as composer or conductor) to lead the department,
including Ralph Vaughan Williams, Herbert Howells and John Gardner. The current composer in residence is Dr Bernard Hughes, whose works will be performed
on this tour. Music plays a central and much valued role in the cultural life of the school. Pupils of all levels and abilities are encouraged to participate in
extra-curricular musical activities and a very high proportion of the girls take music lessons (over 80%). There are two orchestras, a string orchestra, several
wind groups, five choirs, and many smaller chamber ensembles. Pupils from the school are regularly represented at the highest levels in the National Youth
Orchestra, the London Schools’ Symphony Orchestra, the National Children’s Orchestra and the National Youth Choir of Great Britain. A number of pupils also
study at the Junior Departments of the London music colleges, and many go onto study at the top universities in the UK and America.
