Para além dos seus
compromissos letivos, é também Diretor dos Music Ministries na Northminster Presbyterian Church, Mestre de Coro na Congregation Shaarey Zedek e Diretor Artistico do Madrigal
Chorale. E licenciado pela Southern Oregon University e pela Michigan State University, onde concluiu o Doutoramento em Artes Musicais em Direcdo Coral, em 2013. Apresenta
frequentemente comunicagdes em congressos e convengdes, e é convidado regularmente enquanto juri e especialista vocal e instrumental por todo o Estado de Michigan. Fez
parte do Conselho de Administracdo dos Alumni do Michigan State University College of Music e do Conselho Executivo da Michigan School Vocal Music Association. Os seus
ensembles atuaram na Michigan Music Conference, nas convencdes da ACDA State e Central Division, no Michigan Youth Arts Festival e apresentam-se frequentemente com a
Detroit Symphony Orchestra e a Detroit Chamber Winds and Strings, para além de digressdes internacionais bienais. Dr. Ulrich é um defensor da nova musica, tendo criado o Stoney
Creek Commissioning Project e a Madrigal Chorale Composition Competition, que anualmente promovem a estreia de novas obras musicais. As suas proprias composicdes e edi¢oes
académicas sdo publicadas pela Boosey & Hawkes, MusicSpoke, Colla Voce Music Inc. e Musicatus Press.

The Choirs and the Orchestras at Stoney Creek High School, Detroit, Michigan, USA, consistently receive superior ratings at adjudicated festivals.
Students from the program are regularly chosen for All-State programs, as soloists with local youth orchestras, and perform professionally with regional
orchestras, including the Detroit Symphony and Detroit Chamber Winds. Performance ensembles from Stoney Creek are reqularly chosen to perform at
conferences and national conventions, and the groups regularly premiere new music.

Dr. Brandon Ulrich has been teaching in Rochester Community Schools since 2002, where he currently teaches Choir and Orchestra. In addition to his school duties, he serves
as Director of Music Ministries at Northminster Presbyterian Church, Choirmaster at Congregation Shaarey Zedek, and is the Artistic Director for Madrigal Chorale. He holds
degrees from Southern Oregon University and Michigan State University, where he completed the Doctor of Musical Arts in Choral Conducting in 2013. Dr. Ulrich frequently
presents sessions at conventions, and is called upon as a vocal and instrumental clinician and adjudicator across Michigan. He has served on the MSU College of Music
Alumni Board of Directors and the Michigan School Vocal Music Association Executive Board. His ensembles have performed at the Michigan Music Conference, ACDA State
and Central Division Conventions, Michigan Youth Arts Festival, and frequently perform with the Detroit Symphony and the Detroit Chamber Winds and Strings, in addition
to biennial international tours. Dr. Ulrich is an advocate for new music, establishing both the Stoney Creek Commissioning Project and the Madrigal Chorale Composition
Competition, which annually premier several new works. His own compositions and scholarly editions are published through Boosey &amp; Hawkes, MusicSpoke, Colla Voce
Music Inc. and Musicatus Press.

Dr. Ron Upton nasceu em Memphis, Tennessee, em 1956. Educado num lar cristdo. Em 1980, foi licenciado para o ministério evangélico e ordenado na Bellevue Baptist Church,
em Memphis, Tennessee, e tem servido na Idlewild Baptist Church durante os Ultimos 38 anos. Recebeu o grau de Doctor of Ministry do Luther Rice Seminary. Dr. Upton tem
também o grau de Master of Church Music Program do Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary, o grau de Master of Arts in Religion and Education do Mid-America Baptist
Theological Seminary e o grau de Bachelor of Business Administration da Memphis State University. E Professor Adjunto da Liberty University no Center for Worship Studies
Program. Foi professor convidado no Mid-America Baptist Theological Seminary e participou na Worship Conference na Cedarville University. Também participou na Pastor’s
Conference para a Southern Baptist Convention. Dr. Upton realizou diversas digressdes internacionais pelos Estados Unidos, Europa, Zambia, Grécia, Amazdnia, Pokhara,
Nepal e Israel. Foi membro do MSU Chorale, do MSU Barber Shop Quartet e foi membro fundador da seccdo MSU da American Choral Diretors Association.

The Voices of Tampa consist of singers from Idlewild Baptist Church in Lutz, Florida (United States). This is their inaugural tour to Spain and Portugal after
having toured in previous years to Italy, Eastern Europe, Scotland, Ireland, England and much of the US. Their Christmas production attracts over 10,000
attendees from throughout the southeast US. Their repertoire consists of well-known worship songs, gospel songs and the great hymns of the faith.

Dr. Ron Upton was born in Memphis, Tennessee in 1956. Raised in a Christian home, he trusted Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord as a junior in High School. In 1980, he was
licensed to the gospel ministry and ordained at Bellevue Baptist Church in Memphis, Tennessee and has been serving at Idlewild Baptist Church for the last 38 years. He
received his Doctor of Ministry Degree from Luther Rice Seminary. Dr. Upton also holds a Master of Church Music Program Degree from Southwestern Baptist Theological
Seminary, a Master of Arts in Religion and Education Degree from Mid-America Baptist Theological Seminary and a Bachelor of Business Administration Degree from Memphis
State University. He is an Adjunct Professor with Liberty University for the Center for Worship Studies Program. He has been a Guest Lecturer at Mid-America Baptist
Theological Seminary and has participated in a Worship Conference at Cedarville University. He has also led music and worship for the Pastor’s Conference for the Southern
Baptist Convention. Dr. Upton has led and/or participated in international tours throughout the United States, Europe, Zambia, Greece, the Amazon, Pokhara, Nepal and Israel.
He has been a member of the MSU Chorale, the MSU Barber Shop Quartet, and was a charter member of the MSU chapter of the American Choral Directors Association.

She has received numerous accolades such
as New Mexico Music Educator of the Year, National Federation of High Schools Outstanding Music Educator, and NM Music Educator Hall of Fame.

Joanna Carlson Hart is a graduate of the Master's Program in Vocal Performance at the University of New Mexico and received her Bachelor's degree from Concordia College
in Moorhead, Minnesota, where she studied under the renowned conductor and composer, René Clausen.

Cincinnati Jazz Academy Orchestra Dr. Isidore Rudnick, direcéo

Em 2018, as Cincinnati Public Schools (CPS) e o Kennedy Heights Arts Center (KHAC) iniciaram uma parceria para criar a Cincinnati Jazz Academy, um programa
de musica gratuito apds as aulas que inspira os alunos carenciados a desenvolverem as suas capacidades criativas através da aprendizagem e execugdo de
musica jazz. Esta Jazz Academy foi fundada pelo Dr. Isidore Rudnick, Diretor de Curriculo de Artes das Cincinnati Public Schools; Ellen Muse, Diretora Executiva
do Kennedy Heights Arts Center; e Albert Harris, filantropo local. Inicialmente, o programa contava com apenas 16 alunos dos 5.° e 6.° anos. Atualmente,
integra mais de 140 alunos, do 4.° ao 12.° ano. A Cincinnati Jazz Academy tem sido reconhecida a nivel nacional, destacando-se os iniUmeros prémios e
distingdes obtidas pelos seus estudantes, bem como os elogios tecidos por musicos profissionais de todo o pais pela elevada qualidade apresentada.

Diretor e cofundador da Cincinnati Jazz Academy, Dr. Isidore Rudnick é um trombonista de jazz, compositor, arranjador e educador musical reconhecido internacionalmente.
Obteve o Bacharelato em Musica em Jazz Studies e um Mestrado em Composicdo na University of North Texas. E Doutorado em Artes Musicais em Jazz Performance pela
University of Miami (Florida). Conceituado compositor e arranjador de jazz, Dr. Rudnick escreveu obras para grandes e pequenos ensembles de jazz, conjuntos de camara,
orquestra sinfénica e bandas de sopro. A sua musica tem sido interpretada por grupos profissionais e de estudantes nos Estados Unidos e na Europa. Enquanto intérprete e
maestro, Dr. Rudnick partilhou o palco com proeminentes artistas de jazz americanos, incluindo Jimmy Heath, Slide Hampton, Eddie Gomez e David “Fathead” Newman, bem
como com artistas de jazz europeus, destacando-se Janusz Muniak, Jarek Smietana e Joan Chamorro.

In 2018, Cincinnati Public Schools (CPS) and Kennedy Heights Arts Center (KHAC) began a partnership to create the Cincinnati Jazz Academy, a free
after-school music program inspiring underserved students to develop their creative abilities through learning and performing the dynamic music of jazz.
The Jazz Academy was founded by Dr. Isidore Rudnick, CPS Arts Curriculum Manager; Ellen Muse, Executive Director of the Kennedy Heights Arts Center;
and Albert Harris, local philanthropist. Beginning with just 16 students in grades 5th and 6th, the program has grown to over 140 students in grades 4th-12th.
The Cincinnati Jazz Academy has received national recognition, multiple student awards and praise from music professionals across the country for the high
quality programming delivered to students.

Director and co-founder of the Cincinnati Jazz Academy, Dr. Isidore Rudnick is an internationally recognized jazz trombonist, composer, arranger and music educator. He
earned a Bachelor of Music in jazz studies and a Master of Music in composition from the University of North Texas. He earned his Doctor of Musical Arts Degree in jazz
performance from the University of Miami (Florida). An accomplished jazz composer and arranger, Dr. Rudnick has written works for large and small jazz ensembles, chamber
ensembles, symphony orchestra and wind band. His music has been performed by professional and student groups throughout the United States and Europe. As a performer
and conductor, Dr. Rudnick has shared the stage with prominent American jazz artists including Jimmy Heath, Slide Hampton, Eddie Gomez and David “Fathead” Newman
as well as European jazz artists including Janusz Muniak, Jarek Smietana and Joan Chamorro. As a prominent jazz educator, Dr. Rudnick has presented jazz pedagogy
masterclasses and workshops to teachers at schools throughout the U.S. and Europe. He is a co-founder and director of the Cincinnati Jazz Academy. Dr. Rudnick is the recent
recipient of the Cincinnati Jazz Hall of Fame Special Recognition Award and the Creative Ohio Arts Educator Champion Award.

Fundado em 1982, o programa da Charlottesville High School Orchestra (CHSO) cresceu de oito membros para um dos maiores do estado da Virginia,
ganhando uma reputac¢do nacional de exceléncia. A CHSO foi premiada em diversos festivais de musica (em cidades como Nova lorque, Chicago, Atlanta,
Boston, Orlando, Dallas, Londres) e, em 1994, atuou no concerto de abertura da Midwest Clinic, em Chicago. Em 1998, ficou classificada em segundo lugar
no Annual Youth and Music Festival, em Viena (Austria), apresentando-se também na Chéquia. Em 2014, o CHSO String Ensemble realizou uma digress&o a
Franca, com atuagOes em Besancgon e Paris. O programa da CHSO consiste no String Ensemble e na Concert Orchestra. Anualmente € ainda formada a CHS
Symphony Orchestra, reunindo os elementos mais avangados dos ensembles de sopros e cordas da CHSO.

Emily Thomas Waters estudou na Charlottesville High School e tem um Bacharelato em Musica com especializacdo em Educagdo Musical pela Virginia Commonwealth University
(VCU). Foi 1.° violino concertino da VCU Symphony. Dirigiu a Frank W. Cox High School Orchestra, em Virginia Beach (2015-2018), e depois regressou a sua terra natal para dirigir
a Walker Upper Elementary School Orchestra. Emily Waters concluiu o Mestrado em Educacdo Musical na James Madison University (JMU), em 2021, ano em que recebeu o JMU
Graduate School Innovation Award e o JMU Dr. Alice Hammel Inclusion in Music Education Award. Em 2022, sucedeu a sua mde, Laura Mulligan Thomas, enquanto diretora da CHSO.
Emily Waters e a CHSO ddo continuidade ao seu legado de exceléncia, tendo ganho, nos ultimos dois anos, medalhas de ouro em festivais e concursos em Orlando e Nova York.

Since 1982, Virginia's Charlottesville High School Orchestra (CHSO) program has grown from eight members to one of the largest in the commonwealth, and
has earned a national reputation for excellence. The CHSO has won top prizes in music festivals in New York City, Chicago, Atlanta, Boston, Williamsburg,
Orlando, Dallas, Myrtle Beach, and London, England. The Orchestra earned a standing ovation for its performance at the opening concert of the 1994 Midwest
Band and Orchestra Clinic, in Chicago. In 1998, the Orchestra placed second in the 27th Annual Youth and Music Festival in Vienna, Austria, and presented
concerts in Hallstatt, Vienna, and Prague, Czech Republic. In 2014, the CHSO String Ensemble performed in Charlottesville's Sister City of Besancon, as well as
at Chartres Cathedral and the American Cathedral, in Paris (France). The CHS Orchestra program consists of the String Ensemble and the Concert Orchestra. In
addition, the CHS Symphony Orchestra is created for one concert each year by combining the top members of the CHS Wind Ensemble with the CHS Strings.
Emily Thomas Waters graduated from Charlottesville High School and holds a Bachelor's degree in Music with a concentration in Music Education from Virginia Commonwealth
University (VCU). She served as concertmaster of the VCU Symphony. Ms. Waters served as the Director of the Frank W. Cox High School Orchestra in Virginia Beach (2015-2018)
and then she returned home to direct the Walker Upper Elementary School Orchestra. Ms. Waters earned her Masters' degree in Music Education at James Madison University
(JMU) in 2021, year in which she was awarded the JMU Graduate School Innovation Award and the JMU Dr. Alice Hammel Inclusion in Music Education Award. In 2022, Ms. Waters
was hired to succeed her mother Laura Mulligan Thomas upon her retirement after four decades as the CHSO Director. Ms. Waters and the CHSO have continued her legacy of
excellence; in the past two years they earned gold medals at competitive festivals in Orlando and New York City. Ms. Thomas continues to volunteer with the Charlottesville City
Schools Orchestra program and travel with the CHSO.

O Appalachian Children’s Chorus (ACC) foi fundado em 1990 por Selina Midkiff, em Charleston (West Virginia), visando afirmar-se como o coro infantil
da sua comunidade. Inicialmente designado por Charleston Children’s Chorus, o ACC tem ganho crescente notoriedade pela sua exceléncia musical,
mas também pela sua capacidade em “tocar o coracdo” do publico. Adotou a sua designacdo atual em 1996, para melhor representar a sua localizacdo
geogréfica. Tem atuado por todo o pafs e no estrangeiro, destacando-se concertos em Nova lorque, Austria, Chéquia, Inglaterra, Havai, Italia e Vaticano.
Em 2022, sob a Diregdo Artistica de Christopher Brown, o ACC passou a oferecer workshops corais, clinicas e sessdes de formacéao, visando promover
uma formacdo vocal saudavel em toda a regido, incluindo projetos colaborativos com organizagdes juvenis de arte.

Antigo aluno da South Charleston High School, Christopher Brown possui um Bacharelato em Educacdo Musical K-12 pela Glenville State College, um Mestrado em Performance
(Trompete) pela Eastern Kentucky University e é professor certificado pelo National Board. E Diretor de Actividades Corais na University of Charleston, Mestre de Coro na
St. John's Episcopal Church of Charleston e Diretor de Coro na Horace Mann Middle School. Foi finalista do Grammy Foundation Music Educator (2015 e 2016) e vencedor do
Harris Teeter Teacher of Excellence Award (2010).

The city of Charleston, West Virginia, is the birthplace of the Appalachian Children’s Chorus (ACC). ACC began in 1990 with the fundamental desire to be a
community-based children's chorus that would provide opportunities for children to experience music in ways that are unusual and rare in their offerings.
The choir began under the baton of its founding director, Selina Midkiff, as the University of Charleston Children's Chorus. Whether performing for heads
of state or local audiences, the choir's notoriety is not only for musical excellence but for its ability to touch the hearts of their audiences. The chorus
changed its name to the Appalachian Children’s Chorus in 1996 to better represent the geographical location. ACC has performed all over the country and
internationally, including performances in New York, New Orleans, Austria, Czech Republic, England, Hawaii, Italy and the Vatican City (at St Peter’s Basilica).
In 2022, under the new Artistic Direction of Christopher Brown, ACC has expanded into offering choral workshops, clinics, and training sessions to promote
healthy vocal training throughout the region. ACC has also developed more collaborative projects between the local youth Arts organizations.

A graduate from the South Charleston High School, Mr. Christopher Brown holds a Bachelor's degree in K-12 Music Education from the Glenville State College, a Master's degree in
Trumpet Performance from Eastern Kentucky University and he is a National Board-Certified teacher in Music Education with a vocal emphasis. Besides being the Artistic Director
of the Appalachian Children's Chorus, Mr. Brown is the Director of Choral Activities at the University of Charleston, Choirmaster at St. John's Episcopal Church of Charleston, and
Choir Director at Horace Mann Middle School. He has been recognized as a 2015 & 2016 Grammy Foundation Music Educator quarter finalist, 2015 Kiwanis International Spiritual
Recognition Award recipient, 2013 finalist for the NCMEA Elementary Music Teacher of The Year, and 2010 Harris Teeter Teacher of Excellence Award recipient.

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US Guitar Orchestra Dr. Kami Rowan, direcio | Badi Assad, artista convidada

A US Guitar Orchestra (USGO) foi criada em 2018, sendo os seus membros rigorosamente selecionados a partir de um grupo de quitarristas cldssicos
de elite. Integra musicos de todo o pais, com idades compreendidas entre os 15 e os 65 anos, e 0 seu repertério abrange obras de compositores
norte-americanos, incluindo estreias mundiais de obras por si encomendadas. Apresentou-se em Nova lorque, Franca, Espanha e, pela primeira vez, ird
atuar em Portugal. A missdo do USGO é promover a exceléncia artistica em orquestra, ensemble e musica de cdmara com guitarra cldssica. Estd também
empenhada na promocdo da quitarra para além da tradicdo, através de novas obras e encomendas, com o intuito de integrar cada vez mais a guitarra
na comunidade musical. Até a data, a USGO estreou cinco novas encomendas, estando atualmente trés em curso para a presente digressdo de 2025.
Doutora e Mestre em Musica pelo Shenandoah Conservatory (Shenandoah University), sob a orientacdo de Glenn Caluda, Dra. Kami Rowan leciona atualmente no Guilford
College em Greensboro, Carolina do Norte. Estudou com o conceituado Aaron Shearer, na UNCSA, onde concluiu o Bacharelato. Recebeu o “NC-A Teaching Certificate” da UNC
Greensboro e lecionou em escolas publicas de Guilford durante seis anos, tendo criado e implementado um curriculo completo de guitarra para o ensino secunddrio. Integra
o conselho de administracdo da The Guitar Foundation of America e da The Aaron Shearer Foundation, e é a atual presidente da Piedmont Classic Guitar Society. Presenca
assidua em juris de diversos festivais e concursos de guitarra nos Estados Unidos, Dra. Rowan cofundou e é a Diretora da US Guitar Orchestra, cuja estreia ocorreu no Carnegie
Hall. A sua dedicagdo no campo da musica de conjunto tem originado varias encomendas e estreias mundiais de obras de compositores de renome mundial.

The US Guitar Orchestra (USGO) was created in 2018. After a competitive audition process with players from across the United States, members of the
USGO were carefully chosen from a group of elite classical guitarists. The USGO brings together a diverse range of players residing in multiple states
and ranging in age from 15-65. The USGO performs works by US composers including commissioned world premieres. The USGO has toured NYC, France,
Spain and is headed to Portugal in the summer of 2025. Its mission is to promote artistic excellence in classical guitar orchestra, ensemble, and chamber
music. The USGO is also committed to promoting the guitar beyond tradition through new works and commissions that blur boundaries of genre with
the aim of the guitar being more integrated into the world musical community and more celebrated. To date the orchestra has premiered five new
commissions with three currently underway for the 2025 tour.

Dr. Kami Rowan, Charles A. Dana Professor of Music, teaches at Guilford College in Greensboro, North Carolina. She completed her DMA and MM at Shenandoah Conservatory
of Shenandoah University under the tutelage of Dr. Glenn Caluda. She studied with the renowned Aaron Shearer, at UNCSA, where she received her BM. Dr. Rowan received
her NC-A Teaching Certificate from the UNC Greensboro and taught for the Guilford County public schools for six years, having created and implemented a complete guitar
curriculum for the high school level. Dr. Rowan is currently on the board of directors of The Guitar Foundation of America, The Aaron Shearer Foundation, and is the current
president of the Piedmont Classic Guitar Society. Additionally, she has enjoyed being a clinician and adjudicator for many guitar festivals and competitions in the US. Dr. Rowan
co-founded and is the Director of the US Guitar Orchestra, which launched in Carnegie Hall. Her work in the ensemble field has produced several commissions and world
premieres of pieces by world renowned composers.

Criada em 2003, sob a direcdo musical de Filipa Poéjo, a Orquestra Os Violinhos
apresenta-se regularmente nas principais salas de Concerto de Lisboa e Porto:
Teatro Nacional de S&o Carlos, Fundacdo Gulbenkian, Centro Cultural de Belém,
Casa da Mdsica, Teatro S&o Luiz. Esta orquestra realizou centenas de concertos
no continente e nos Acores, e em paises como a Alemanha, Austria, Cro4cia,
Dinamarca, Eslovdquia, Eslovénia, Espanha, EUA, Finlandia, Franga, Hungria,
Itdlia, Noruega, Republica Checa, Suécia e Suica. Duas das suas digressdes
internacionais foram agraciadas com o Alto Patrocinio de Sua Exceléncia o
Presidente da Republica. Assumindo-se como uma orquestra de formacdo,
com um cardcter pedagdgico, a Orquestra Os Violinhos tem também objetivos
artisticos e desempenha um importante papel de descentralizagdo cultural e
de responsabilidade social, através da realizacdo de concertos em escolas ou
hospitais, e associando-se a campanhas de angariacdo de fundos.

Founded in 2003, under the musical direction of Filipa Poé&jo, the Orchestra Os
Violinhos performs regularly in the main venues of Lisbon and Oporto: National
Theatre of Sdo Carlos, Gulbenkian Foundation, Belém Cultural Center, Casa da
Mdsica, Teatro Sdo Luiz. This orchestra has performed hundreds of concerts in
Portugal mainland and in the Azores, and in countries such as Austria, Croatia,
Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Hungary, Italy, Norway,
Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland and the United States. Two of
its international tours were awarded with the High Patronage of the President
of the Portuguese Republic. Assuming itself as a training orchestra, with a
pedagogical character, the Orchestra Os Violinhos also has artistic objectives
and plays an important role of cultural decentralization and social responsibility,
through the performance of concerts in schools or hospitals, and associating
with fundraising campaigns.

A Camerata é uma orquestra de cordas constituida por jovens mdusicos, dos 14 aos
18 anos, criteriosamente selecionados entre os alunos da Academia de Mdsica de
Lisboa. Fundada em 2007, teve a direcdo musical de Rui Fernandes, Roberto Valdés,
Rui Pinheiro, Pedro Ramos, Filipa Poéjo e, desde setembro de 2017, Pedro Neves.
Esta orquestra apresenta-se regularmente em algumas das principais salas de
concerto portuguesas, como sejam o CCB, a Fundag¢do Gulbenkian, Auditério do
Museu Oriente, Paldcio da Ajuda, Paldcio Foz, entre outros. No plano internacional
realiza intercambios regularmente: em 2015 com a Orquesta Promusica (Malaga,
Espanha), em 2016 com a Barrat Due’s Junior Orchestra (Oslo, Noruega), em 2017
com a Jugend Sinfonieorchester Zirich (Zurique, Suica) e, em 2018, com a Dublin
Youth Orchestra (Republica da Irlanda) e os Trondheim Junior Soloists (Trondheim,
Noruega). O seu reportério inclui obras de todas as épocas e estilos musicais,
incluindo a estreia mundial de uma obra da compositora Ana Seara.

Camerata da Academia de Musica de Lisboa is a string orchestra formed by young
musicians, aged between 14 and 18, rigorously selected among the students of the
Lisbon Music Academy. Founded in 2007, it was directed by Rui Fernandes, Roberto
Valdés, Rui Pinheiro, Pedro Ramos, Filipa Poéjo and, since September 2017, Pedro
Neves. This orchestra appears regularly in some of the main Portuguese venues,
including Centro Cultural de Belém, Fundagcdo Gulbenkian, Museu do Oriente,
Paldcio da Ajuda, Paldcio Foz, among others. At the international level, it has
developed exchanges programmes: in 2015 with the Orquesta Promusica (Malaga,
Spain), in 2016 with Barrat Due's Junior Orchestra (Oslo, Norway), in 2017 with
Jugend Sinfonieorchester Zirich (Zurich, Switzerland) and, in 2018, with the
Dublin Youth Orchestra (Republic of Ireland) and the Trondheim Junior Soloists

Under the GBYO, young musicians gained international recognition through
extensive touring and the ensemble earned prestigious awards at major international festivals, solidifying its reputation for excellence. The BSYO
continues this tradition of musical excellence, serving over 400 students across four distinct ensembles tailored to various age groups and skill levels.
Through side-by-side rehearsals, sectionals, masterclasses, and chamber music experiences, BSYO students receive world-class mentorship from
members of the Baltimore Symphony Orchestra, honing their craft in a professional environment. The BSYO has also had the privilege of collaborating
with some of the world's most renowned musicians, including Yo-Yo Ma, Joshua Bell, Itzhak Perlman, and Wynton Marsalis, enriching the educational
experience for its young musicians. The BSYO is embarking on its second international tour, this time to Portugal, performing at two prestigious festivals:
Lisbon Music Fest and Cistermusica - Festival de MUsica de Alcobaca.

Dr. Christopher M. Cicconi is Director of Bands and Professor of Wind Conducting at James Madison University, where he conducts the Wind Symphony and leads the School
of Music's comprehensive band program. He serves as Principal Conductor of the Baltimore Symphony Youth Orchestra, Music Director of the Warren Philharmonic Orchestra,
and Conductor of the New England Music Camp Symphony Orchestra and Symphonic Band. He has conducted numerous All-State and All-Region bands and orchestras and
regularly appears at prestigious events like the Midwest Clinic - International Band and Orchestra Conference. Dr. Cicconi has received numerous accolades, including the
Maryland Music Educators Association’s Outstanding Music Educator and Corwin Taylor Music Education Leadership Awards. He earned a Doctor of Musical Arts in Conducting
from the University of Miami, a Master’s in Music Education from Arizona State University, and a Bachelor's in Music Education from Youngstown State University.

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Taipei Philharmonic Youth Ensemble Bo-Hung Liu, direco

Em 2006, a Fundacdo Filarmoénica de Taipei comecou a recrutar estudantes do ensino bdsico e secundario no norte de Taiwan e estabeleceu assim uma
orquestra de cordas de jovens. Esta orquestra ensaiava semanalmente e realizava concertos regularmente. Os esforcos desenvolvidos por esta orquestra
tiveram uma grande aceitacdo, pelo que a Fundacdo decidiu expandi-la para uma orquestra de camara, estabelecendo assim o Taipei Philharmonic Youth
Ensemble (TPYE). Desde entdo, o TPYE tem realizado concertos todos os anos, proporcionando uma plataforma para gue jovens musicos (com idades
compreendidas entre os 8 os 18 anos) possam participar em performances orquestrais e desfrutar da alegria genuina da aprendizagem da musica. Para
além de performances locais, o TPYE tem atuado ativamente no estrangeiro, abrindo horizontes aos seus jovens membros. Em 2014, o TPYE deslocou-se a
Kanazawa, Japao, tendo colaborado com a Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa; em 2015, fez a sua estreia no continente europeu, apresentando-se no Festival de
Mdusica de Budapeste, na Hungria. Digressdes internacionais mais recentes incluem: Los Angeles e Disneyland (Califérnia, 2016), Munique (Alemanha, 2018,
joint-concert com a Jugendorchester des Bayerischen Staatsorchesters), Conservatorio di Brescia (Itdlia, 2019), Zurigue (Suica, 2023, colaboracdo com a
Jugend Sinfonieorchester Zirich), GSF International Music Festival (Singapura, 2023), tendo sido laureado com o "“Most Outstanding Award", e Leipzig Bach
Music School (Alemanha, 2024). Promovendo a formacdo em grupo, o TPYE pretende apoiar jovens musicos na descoberta dos seus verdadeiros potenciais
e desenvolver uma atitude positiva em relacio ao futuro da aprendizagem na Musica. E com muita alegria e orgulho que acolhemos a sequnda participacio
do Taipei Philharmonic Youth Ensemble no Lisbon Music Fest, apds o éxito da sua primeira atuagcdo neste Festival, em 2017.

In 2006, the Taipei Philharmonic Foundation began to recruit students from elementary and junior high school in northern Taiwan and established a youth string
orchestra. The orchestra rehearsed weekly and held concerts regularly. As all these efforts have received great responses, the foundation decided to expand the
string into a chamber orchestra, establishing thus the Taipei Philharmonic Youth Ensemble (TPYE). Since then, the TPYE has held concerts each year, providing
a platform for young musicians (aged from 8 to 18) to participate in full orchestra performances and to embrace the pure joy of music learning. In addition to
local performances, the TPYE has actively joined the international music scene in order to broaden the vision for its young members. TPYE has participated in
several successful international concert tours, including Kanazawa (Japan, 2014, collaboration with Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa); Budapest Music Festival
(Hungary, 2015), Los Angeles and Disneyland (California, 2016), Munich (Germany, 2018, exchange performance with the ATTACCA Jugendorchester des
Bayerischen Staatsorchesters), Conservatorio di Brescia (ltaly, 2019), Zurich (Switzerland, 2023, collaboration with Jugend Sinfonieorchester Zirich). In 2023,
it was invited to perform at the GSF International Music Festival in Singapore, receiving the festival's highest honor: the “Most Outstanding Award. In 2024,
TPYE performed at the Leipzig Bach Music School in Germany. At TPYE, the goal is for each member to discover their potential, grow through learning, and
continue their musical journey with a healthy and positive mindset. This is the second appearance of the Taipei Philharmonic Youth Ensemble at the Lisbon
Music Fest, following the great success of their first performance at the festival in 2017.

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Montreal Suzuki String Orchestra Dragan Djerkic, direcdo

A Montreal Suzuki String Orchestra (MSSO) do Canada, dirigida pelo violinista Dragan Djerkic, ja acolheu cerca de 1000 alunos desde 1990, incluindo
alguns que sequiram carreiras como solistas, atuando com algumas das principais orquestras mundiais. Distingue-se por ser um conjunto Unico e dinamico,
criado especificamente para dar oportunidades a todos os jovens musicos. Para além da musica intemporal de Bach, Beethoven e Mozart, a MSSO também
interpreta musica folclérica cigana, tangos argentinos e até composi¢ées modernas de Philip Glass e Leonard Cohen, musico natural de Montreal. Num
mundo em rdpida evolugdo, os jovens musicos da MSSO estdo a descobrir o seu nicho como embaixadores globais e a realizar todo o seu potencial. Apreciam
o facto de as viagens poderem expandir a sua visdo do mundo e a forma como a musica pode ajudar estranhos a tornarem-se amigos. Os intercambios
culturais globais permitem gue todos os jovens cooperem e alcancem novos patamares, quer como individuos, quer em comunidade.

O maestro Dragan Djerkic tem demonstrado um forte interesse por orquestras de jovens. Enquanto jovem imigrante da Sérvia, Dragan estudou com o violinista Mauricio Fuks na
McGill University, em Montreal. Apés a conclusdo dos seus estudos, lecionou no McGill Conservatory of Music até fundar a sua prépria escola de violino, Institute Suzuki, com Vera
Mirkovic, em 1984, e a Montreal Suzuki String Orchestra, em 1990. Dragan inspirou-se no violinista, educador e humanitario japonés Dr. Shinichi Suzuki e nos seus ensinamentos
sobre a forma como as criangas aprendem a experimentar a beleza e a musica. Combinou o seu préprio virtuosismo desenvolvido na McGill University com a sua paixdo e o seu
dom de ensinar. Desde 1988, milhares de jovens foram atraidos para o Suzuki Institute, construindo um mundo melhor. Em 2016, Dragan realizou com a MSSO a sua primeira
digressdo internacional; durante uma digressdo de dez dias na China, atuaram em salas de concertos em Pequim, Xangai, Hangzhou, Suzhou e Xuzhou.

The Montreal Suzuki String Orchestra (MSSO) from Canada, led by violinist Dragan Djerkic, has welcomed nearly 1000 students since in 1990, including
some who have gone on to pursue careers as soloists performing with major orchestras worldwide. It is distinguished as a uniquely, non-audition-based,
dynamic ensemble specifically created to give opportunities to all young musicians. In addition to the timeless music of Bach, Beethoven and Mozart,
the MSSO also entertains audiences with gypsy folk music, Argentinian tangos, and even modern compositions from Philip Glass and Montreal native,
Leonard Cohen. In a rapidly evolving world, MSSO's young musicians are discovering their niche as global ambassadors and realizing their full potential.
They appreciate that travel can expand their worldview and how music can help strangers become friends. Global cultural exchanges enable all young
people to cooperate and achieve new heights, both as individuals and as a community.

Conductor Dragan Djerkic is passionate about youth orchestras. As a young immigrant from Serbia, Dragan studied with violinist Mauricio Fuks at McGill University in
Montreal. After graduation, he taught at the McGill Conservatory of Music until opening his own violin school, Institut Suzuki, with Vera Mirkovic in 1984 and founding the
Montreal Suzuki String Orchestra in 1990. Dragan was inspired by Japanese violinist, educator and humanitarian Dr. Shinichi Suzuki, and his teachings on how children learn
to experience beauty and music. Dragan blended his own virtuosity developed at McGill with his passion and gift of teaching. Since 1988, thousands of young people have
been drawn to Suzuki Institute, building a beautiful world. In 2016, Dragan led his first international tour. During a ten-day tour in China, they performed in national concert

halls in Beijing, Shanghai, Hangzhou, Suzhou and Xuzhou.

Dolce Voce (“sweet voice" in Italian), with an objective to promote the art of choral singing, enrich the choral music culture of Macau and to offer high
standard choral music to people, was founded in 2008. With most members being holders of Degree in Music, and under the leadership of Ms Maria
Vanessa Ledo, Dolce Voce is determined to perform all pieces in a cappella and to explore different music genres, from sacred to popular, through
renaissance to the contemporary.

A Tapiola Youth Symphony Orchestra (TYSO) é composta por cerca de 70 jovens estudantes de musica do Espoo Music Institute, EMO.
A orquestra tem recebido elogios, tanto na Finlandia, como no estrangeiro, durante as suas digressdes internacionais, que incluem
varios paises europeus, como Espanha, Eslovénia, Franca, Alemanha, Paises Baixos, Suécia, Hungria, Itélia, Irlanda e Austria. Em 2014, a
TYSO fez uma digressdo pela China e atuou no Bejing Music Festival e no Shanghai International Arts Festival. Esta orquestra ja realizou

gravacdes para CDs, televisdo, radio e cinema.

O Espoo Music Institute fundou a sua propria orquestra sinfénica
em 1985, sob a batuta de Pekka Savijoki. Markus Lehtinen assumiu o
comando em 1993, Jani Telaranta em 2005, e Jan Séderblom em 2011.
Desde 2015, a orquestra é dirigida por Erkki Lasonpalo.

A TYSO trabalha com base em projetos e prepara 3 a 4 programas
por ano. Os membros da orquestra também participam no processo
de planeamento da temporada. Esta orquestra, entusiasta e jovem,
é inspirada por um objetivo comum - explorar a musica e as suas
emocdes em conjunto.

A base para este aclamado ensemble e o seu som caracteristico
consiste no programa de formacdo orquestral “passo a passo” do
Instituto de Mdusica de Espoo. Os jovens musicos transitam de uma
orquestra para a sequinte a medida que vdo progredindo. Quando
chegam a orquestra sinfénica, ndo sé ja dominam a técnica dos seus
proprios instrumentos, como também sdo musicos experientes em
ensemble.

Tapiola Youth Symphony Orchestra (TYSO) is made up of around 70 talented young music students from Espoo Music Institute, EMO.
The orchestra has received praise both in Finland and abroad during concert tours. Tours have taken the orchestra to many European
countries including Spain, Slovenia, France, Germany, the Netherlands, Sweden, Hungary, Italy, Ireland and Austria. 2014 TYSO made a
tour to China and performed in Bejing Music Festival and Shanghai International Arts Festival. The orchestra has made recordings for
CDs, TV, radio and film.

The Espoo Music Institute first founded its own symphony
orchestra in 1985 under the baton of Pekka Savijoki. Markus
Lehtinen took over in 1993, Jani Telaranta in 2005 and Jan
Séderblom in 2011, since 2015 orchestra has been conducted
by Erkki Lasonpalo.

The orchestra works on a project basis and prepares 3-4
programs per year. The members of the orchestra take part
in planning process. The enthusiastic and youthful orchestra
is inspired by the shared goal - exploring music and it's
emotions together.

The foundation for the acclaimed ensemble and its distinctive
sound is the step-by-step orchestra-training program of the
Espoo Music Institute. Young musicians move up from one
orchestra to the next as they become more advanced. By
the time they reach the symphony orchestra, they are not
only masters of their own instruments but are experienced
ensemble musicians as well. A mutual job well done, even if
it entails a lot of hard work, is a tremendous experience and
generates a great sense of belonging together.

The orchestra’s home is the Tapiola Hall, located at the
Espoo Cultural Centre. Throughout its history, the orchestra
has works with Finland's leading musicians, with soloists including Jorma Hynninen, Réka Szilvay, Matti Raekallio, Pietari Inkinen,
Sakari Oramo, Hagai Shaham, Roi Ruottinen, Paavali Jumppanen, Jonathan Roozeman, Kreeta-Julia Heikkila etc. The orchestra has
collaborated with Tapiola Sinfonietta, Jyvaskyla Sinfonietta, appeared on Finnish TV broadcasts, recorded music for commercials, radio
broadcasts, and the feature films Bad Luck Love, Aleksis Kivi, Abandoned Houses, Empty Yards and Storm.

Uma década depois de ter sido convidado para estudar com o reputado maestro finlandés Jorma Panula, Erkki Lasonpalo tem vindo
a adquirir notoriedade como maestro, combinando técnica fluente com um espirito comunicativo natural. Erkki continuou os seus
estudos na Sibelius Academy, em Helsinquia, com Leif Segerstam, tendo recebido uma bolsa da Fundacdao Wegelius concluido a sua
formacdao com as mais altas classificacdes.

Considerado um dos mais destacados maestros finlandeses da sua geracdo, Erkki Lasonpalo ja dirigiu a maioria das principais orquestras
da Finlandia, incluindo a Helsinki Philharmonic, a Finnish Radio Symphony, as Tampere e Turku Philharmonic Orchestras e as Lahti,
Oulu e Kuopio Symphony Orchestras. Foi também contratado pelas Orquestras Municipais de Lappeenranta, Vaasa, Pori, Jyvaskyla e
Joensuu, bem como pela Tapiola Sinfonietta e pela Lapland Chamber Orchestra. Erkki desenvolveu a sua crescente experiéncia em
6pera ao trabalhar com as orquestras da Finnish National Opera and Ballet, da Oulu Opera, do Savonlinna Opera Festival e da West
Coast Kokkola Opera Company de Sakari Oramo. A nivel internacional, tem realizado apresentacdes com as orquestras sinfénicas de
Gotemburgo (Suécia) e da Islandia, com a Sinfonietta Cracovia e com a ADDA Sinfdnica (Alicante), entre muitas outras.

Trabalhou como diretor artistico da Helsinki Sinfonietta em 2014-2020, da Kemi City Orchestra em
2016-2020, do Heindvesi Music Festival em 2014-2023 e como parceiro artistico da St. Michel
Strings (Mikkeli City Orchestra) em 2017-2020.

Erkki Lasonpalo tem agendadas apresentacdes com as orquestras: Philharmonia Orchestra
of London, Orquesta Filarménica de Malaga, Orquesta Filarmdnica de Bogotd, Orquesta
Reino de Aragdn, Oulu Sinfonia, Presidential Symphony Orchestra Ankara, Pori Sinfonietta,
Tapiola Sinfonietta, etc.

Desde 2020, ocupa o cargo de maestro principal da St. Michel Strings e diretor artistico da

Lappeenranta City Orchestra. No verdo de 2023, assumiu o cargo de diretor artistico do
Mikkeli Music Festival, festival este que assinou um acordo de cooperacdo de quatro anos
com a Philipharmonia Orchestra of London.

Tal como muitos dos mais ilustres maestros finlandeses a nivel mundial, Erkki lancou as bases
da sua carreira musical como instrumentista profissional. Estudou violino na Sibelius Academy e
continua a ser membro do premiado Postiglione String Quartet.

A decade after he was invited to study with the Finnish conducting guru Jorma Panula,
Erkki Lasonpalo is making a name for himself as a conductor who combines fluent
technique with natural communicative spirit. After tutoring from Panula, Erkki continued
his studies at the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki with Leif Segerstam, where he was awarded
a Wegelius Foundation grant and graduated with the highest honours.

One of the leading Finnish conductors of his generation Erkki Lasonpalo has conducted
most of the major orchestras in Finland including the Helsinki Philharmonic, Finnish Radio
Symphony, Tampere and Turku Philharmonic Orchestras and the Lahti, Oulu and Kuopio
Symphony Orchestras. He has also been engaged by the City Orchestras of Lappeenranta, Vaasa,
Pori, Jyvaskyla and Joensuu as well as the Tapiola Sinfonietta and the Lapland Chamber Orchestra.

Erkki has augmented his growing experience in opera by working with the orchestra of the Finnish

National Opera and Ballet and with Oulu Opera, Savonlinna Opera Festival and Sakari Oramo’s West Coast Kokkola Opera Company.
Internationally he has given acclaimed performances with the Gothenburg Symphony, Iceland Symphony, Sinfonietta Cracovia, ADDA
Sinfénica (Alicante) among many others.

Erkki has worked as the artistic director of the Helsinki Sinfonietta in 2014-2020, Kemi City Orchestra in 2016-2020, Heindvesi Music
Festival in 2014-2023 and as an artistic partner of St. Michel Strings (Mikkeli City Orchestra) in 2017-2020.

Future engagements will bring Erkki Lasonpalo to the Philharmonia Orchestra of London, Orquesta Filarmdnica de Mdlaga, Orquesta
Filarménica de Bdgota, Orquesta Reino de Aragdn, Oulu Sinfonia, Presidential Symphony Orchestra Ankara, Pori Sinfonietta, Tapiola
Sinfonietta, etc.

Since 2020 Erkki has held the position of Chief Conductor of St. Michel Strings and Artistic Director of Lappeenranta City Orchestra.
In the summer of 2023 Erkki started as the Artistic Director of the Mikkeli Music Festival. Mikkeli Music Festival signed a four-year
cooperation agreement with Philharmonia Orchestra of London.

Like many of the most distinguished Finnish conductors working globally, Erkki laid the foundations of his musicianship as a professional
instrumentalist. He studied violin at the Sibelius Academy and remains a member of the prize-winning Postiglione String Quartet.

a Jyvaskyla Symphony Orchestra, a Wegelius Chamber Orchestra e a
Finnish Radio Symphony Orchestra no Young Soloists’ Concert.

Em 2015, fundou o Quarteto Seele, o qual tem obtido sucesso em
concursos, ganhando o 1.° prémio na sua faixa etdria no Concurso de
Mdsica de Camara Erkki Melartin, em 2016, e o segundo prémio em
Berlim no concurso “The Rising Stars Grand Prix", em 2017. Este quarteto
ja se apresentou em festivais por toda a Finlandia e em Londres.

Amanda has been an active chamber musician at festivals around

a soloist with numerous orchestras, including the Stuttgart Chamber
Orchestra, the Estonian National Opera Orchestra, the Jyvaskyla
Symphony Orchestra, the Wegelius Chamber Orchestra, and the Finnish
Radio Symphony Orchestra at the Young Soloists' Concert.

In autumn 2015, Amanda and her friends founded the Seele Quartet,
which has been successful in competitions, winning 15t prize in its age
group at the Erkki Melartin Chamber Music Competition in 2016 and
2" prize in Berlin at the “The Rising Stars Grand Prix" competition
in 2017. The quartet has performed at festivals across Finland and in
London.
